Open (1)

Vine, Hassell and Jenman’s SH CH Bareve by the Book TAF - bitch with a typical head for the
breed and the correct amount of furnishings around eyebrows and beard. Neck strong,
sloping shoulders, straight front with strong pasterns, deep chest with well sprung ribs, level
topline and well muscled hindquarters. Moved with drive. BOB

Bailiff’s Oroshaza be be at Cazadorado — 9 months old young girl with nothing overdone,
presented the most balanced shape in the class. Feminine head, straight front, shoulders of
sufficient lay, brisket deep and ribs well sprung, short level back. Moved well front and back,
holding her topline with the correct tail carriage. BPIB

Warnes’ Debian Deerhunter - 8 month old young dog who is well up to size for his age,
masculine head with kind expression, straight front with good lay of shoulders, deep chest
and well sprung ribs. Moved straight and true when he settled.

Stemp’s Siroccomia Ironwood

Harper’s Pitswarren so Nex Century — masculine headed dog with kind expression, straight
front, strong muscular neck onto well laid back shoulders, depth to his chest, ribs well
sprung, correct rear angulation, moved true with correct horizontal tail carriage.
Unfortunately, not giving his all in the challenge for BOB. RBOB.

Rackett, Rackett and Wilcox’s Afanleigh Caitlin Rose of Solencia — bitch just 1 year old who is
full of breed type. Feminine head, enough length to her muscular neck, sloping shoulders,
muscular body with a deep brisket and well sprung ribs. Strong hindquarters and moved
well but just carrying too much condition today.

Post Graduate (3)

Rackett’s Roughshoot Heaven Sent of Solencia — dog full of type, ideal size with all his
angulation correct front and rear, straight front, good spring of rib, short level back. Moved
well with drive holding his topline. Would prefer a better tail carriage, but could not deny
him BOB.

Baliff’s Oroshaza Iren at Cazadorado — 2 year old young bitch and another full of breed type,
rather unlucky to meet first today, feminine balanced skull with kind expression, muscular
neck, straight front, correct feet, shoulders of sufficient lay, enough depth to her chest, ribs
well sprung, level back. Angulation correct from and rear. Moved well with strong hind
driving action.

Harper’s Pitswarren Siyon



Open (4,2)

1. Warnes' Luckville Digitalis by Debian — bitch with pleasing body shape and no exaggerations,
head balanced with kind expression, straight front, would prefer more strength to her
pasterns, deep chest and well laid back shoulders. Enough rear angulation and hocks well let
down, moved the best.

2. Kiely’s Gunfield Phantom — masculine headed dog, balanced front and rear, straight front
with deep chest, slightly longer in loin than first and not as settled on the move.

Hungarian Wirehaired Vizsla
Special Yearling (5,1)

1. Pugh’s Zoldmali Hunter Erme — well proportioned, up to size male, enough bone and muscle
tone. Balanced head, strong clean neck into well placed shoulders. Good overall length, deep
brisket, muscular loin and hindquarters and a moderate turn of stifle, slightly oval feet.
Correct amount of furnishings and moved around the ring with ease. BOB

Puppy (1)
1. Searles’ Cravessa’s Bottoms Up - 9 month old puppy dog with a typical rustic outlook and the

correct coat texture. Balanced head with kind expression, straight front. Short muscular neck
leading to well laid back shoulders, enough depth to his chest for his age and well sprung
ribs, hocks well let down. Moved very well with good drive from the rear. RBOB and BP

Post Graduate (2)

1. Page and Robinson’s Zorrazo Xquisite Croation Perl at Deltoroesta (IMP HRV) — bitch with a
feminine head of the correct head proportions, parallel planes and well set ears. Good depth
of body and well sprung ribs, short coupled, held topline on the move and stacked. Moved
around the ring with great presence. Shown in excellent condition with correct coat texture.
BOB

2. Appleton’s Zulusky Chris Mears — dog whose coat had been clipped out, pleasing expression,
deep brisket with well sprung ribs, body in proportion, second thighs well developed and
hocks well let down, moved ok but not the ring presence today of the winner.

Open (2)

1. Searles’ Adormidera Apache Rose at Cravessa - mature bitch, pleasing expression, deep
brisket with well sprung ribs, body in proportion, second thighs well developed and hocks
well let down, moved with drive and purpose. RBOB

2. Appleton’s Valentismo’s De Cascada — bitch whose coat had been clipped out, balanced
head, straight front with good bone, deep chest with well sprung ribs. Moved well when
she settled.



Chesapeake Bay Retriever

Special Yearling (1)

1. Watts’ Oakleaf Manor Bay of Oakmarsh (IMP DEU) JW — almost 2 year old bitch displaying
the correct coat and texture, alert expression, head balanced, straight front, shoulders well
laid and balanced, ribs well sprung and deep chest, good turn of stifle. Moved freely with
strong, rear drive.

Post Graduate (1)

1. Searles’s Oakmarsh Indian Dream Maker For Cravessa — Rising 2yo bitch, liked the overall
size, substance all through and displays good proportions. Head balanced with a kind eye.
Good length of neck, deep brisket with well sprung ribs. Angulation correct front and rear,
dense coat texture. Moving out soundly. RBOB

Open (4)

1. Mayhew and Middleton’s SH CH Arnac Bay Hebe WGC ShCEx EW22 - a quality bitch with
excellent oily coat, balanced both stacked and on the move, broad head, strong muzzle,
good eye set and colour, well muscled neck, chest deep and broad, ribs well sprung. Dense
thick coat throughout, well-webbed hare feet, moved around the ring with true purpose
with correct tail carriage. BOB

2. Watts’ Oakmarsh Acorn VW SGWC — bitch 13 years old and not showing her age one bit.
Good overall size and shape, lovely head and expression, strong neck and good front
assembly, enough bone, depth to forechest, ribs well back and sprung, firm though the loin
and good turn of stifles. Coat was thick and short, double and of the correct texture. Moved
well.

3. Watts’ SH CH Oakmarsh Chesnut

Curly Coated Retriever

Puppy (2.1)

1. Miiller and Millichamp’s Tessmene Rock That Lock — 8 months old young dog, loved his
overall shape both stacked and on the move. Correct balanced head shape, straight front
with well laid back shoulders, deep chest with well sprung ribs, coat of the correct texture.
BPIB

Post Graduate (1)

1. Brendon’s Tessmene Tornado’s Trail — outgoing, up to size dog with a balanced head shape,
neck muscular, leading to well placed shoulders, straight front with good bone, chest deep,
with level topline, correct coat texture. RBOB.

Open (1)

1. Miller and Millicamp’s Foxriever Solent Sensation at Wightcurls - dog with super type,
masculine head, coat of the correct texture and free from woolliness. Forelegs straight with
tight round feet, shoulders well laid back and muscular, chest deep with well sprung ribs,
balanced angulation front and rear with depth throughout, moved true front and rear. BOB



Special Veteran (7-9 years)

1. Loakes’ SH CH Rachdale Painted Lace at Goldbirch, English Setter — loved this girls outline
both stacked and on the move, well presented in good coat, very feminine head with
defined stop and kind eye, strong clean neck into good shoulder, deep chest and good rib,
level top line, good turn of stifle, moved well with correct tail carriage. Pleased to award her
RBVIS.

2. Merriman’s Candiliz Pina Colada, Flat Coated Retriever — feminine looking girl 9 years old
who presented a balanced picture stacked, correct shoulder placement, strong bone, deep
chest with long ribcage, short loin leading to well muscled quarters, with hocks well let
down. On the move she was enthusiastic and free flowing with good reach and drive, shown
in excellent coat and condition for her age.

3. Welsh’s IR SH CH Oxfordacres Trinity by Hookwood, Pointer

Special Veteran (10 years plus)

1. Harvey, Major and Brambrook’s Linjor Sessible Oak at Ravoakar ShCM VM. Labrador — 10
year old yellow dog who gave no indication of his age as he moved effortlessly around the
ring with true purpose, exceling in breed type, broad head with kind expression, thick coat
with dense undercoat. Deep chest, barrel ribbed and short coupled, angles correct front
and rear with hocks well let down. Pleased to award him BVIS.

2. Watts’ Oakmarsh Acorn VW SGWC, Chesapeake Bay Retriever

3. Woodhams’ Tobermyn Ministrel Boy, WSS

Field Trial (1)

1. Coe’s Goosepoint Waddington at Abbanash JW, GSP — dog with masculine head, kind
expression and clean outline, straight front with enough bone, well placed shoulders, chest
deep with well sprung ribs, short back, moved well covering plenty of ground.

Special Working (7)

1. Mayhew and Middleton’s SH CH Arnac Bay Hebe WGC ShCEx EW22

2. Ascott’s Briwed’s Unsung Hero, Labrador Retriever— black dog with kind expression,
muscular neck into well laid back shoulders, straight front with sufficient bone, deep chest
and short coupled, good turn of stifle and hocks well let down, moved well from all angles.

3. Tagg’s Empire Glory Black at Oilou (IMP CZE) JW SGWC KCWGC, Flat Coated Retriever
