1. Dixon   Violette De Keranlouan   overall of cobby appearance,  head of correct 
proportions with slightly rounded skull, medium length of neck set cleanly into 
moderately angulated shoulders, body strong and deep with spring of ribs, 
hindquarters  lacked width and rear movement was too wide. RBOB 

Post Graduate (1,1) 

1. Dixon   Cape Nor Cosette    good overall balance square and cobby, skull slightly 
rounded with slight median line,  muzzle tapered,   neck of moderate length set 
into well made front assembly,  forelegs straight and muscular, body deep and 
well rounded,  moderate bend of stifle, moved in typical fashion with little rear 
extension. BOB 

Spanish Water Dog  

Special Yearling   (1,1) 

1. Abrahams   Fivenineplus Azahara By Adormidera  strong and solidly built, skull 
slightly longer than muzzle, good eye and expression, short neck well boned, 
good depth of body with spring of ribs, moderately angulated quarters, moved 
soundly, presented in full coat and good condition  RBOB 

Post Graduate (2,2) 

1. Abrahams Fivenineplus Azahara By Adormidera  
2. Abrahams  Cravessa’s Right On The Dot By Adormidera   well proportioned 

throughout, good head and expression, adequate neck set into sloping 
shoulders, straight forelegs, good depth of body, moderately angulated 
hindquarters, moved soundly. 

Open  (1,1) 

1.  Abrahams Adormidera Ziggy Star Dust   9 years old and in fine form, good overall 
shape with well proportioned head, short neck set into well made front 
assembly,  level topline, chest deep with spring of rib, decent bone throughout,  
muscular thighs, moved around the ring with drive and style. BOB
